The cryostat must seal the coil space from the outside air to prevent condensation on the cold surfaces and provide a means for circulating dry nitrogen inside the cryostat to cool down and maintain the temperature of the interior structures.  A flexible silicone rubber boot is used to provide a seal between the cryostat and the penetration openings.  These boots are commercially available.  This WBS element consists of the effort to design, specify, and provide the boots and the interfaces between the boots and cryostat and boots and vacuum vessel.
