	Description

This WBS element consists of the design and fabrication of the modular coil winding form/structure.  There are three different coil types and three different winding forms that are repeated for a total of 18 winding forms.  Each winding form is fabricated as a casting.  Due to the complexity of the shape, the pattern geometry is assumed to require at least two iterations by a pattern maker.  After stress relieving the castings in a fixture, all structural interface features are machined.  After the coils are wound , the winding forms are bolted together, to form a complete modular coil shell structure.  Assembly of the individual coil subassemblies is part of WBS 7 (Machine Assembly).
