Subject: Charge for ACC review of Modular Coil Manufacturing Facility (MCMF)
An ACC review of the Modular Coil Manufacturing Facility (MCMF) has been scheduled for 1:30pm on 15 October in the Engineering Conference Room.  (If this time is inconvenient for the committee, please advise so we can re-schedule.)  The charge to the ACC is to determine if the Twisted Racetrack Coil (TRC) can be safely manufactured in the MCMF.  The TRC will be wound on Station 2 and VPI’ed on Station 5.  Stations 1, 3, and 4 will be the subject of a subsequent review.  In addressing the charge, please address the following questions:
· Does the facility have adequate safeguards for manufacturing the TRC?
· Are the safety controls identified in the Modular Coil Winding Facility Operations Plan adequate and appropriate?  Have they been properly implemented?

The plan for the review is to have a briefing on the MCMF by Jim Chrzanowski at the start of the review.  The ACC will then have a walk-through of the MCMF, followed by a round table discussion.  The following hyperlinked documents are available and should be reviewed by the ACC:

There will be an FDR for the Twisted Racetrack Coil in the morning of 15 October that the ACC is invited to attend.  It should provide useful background material for the ACC review.
