Facility – machine orientation – 5/15/03

The reference machine orientation is shown in Figure 1 with the day one NB pair located on the NE side of the test cell.  The machine is centered over bus and water tunnels that run north and south.  Mike Zarnstorff asked if the device core could be rotated 30( counterclockwise to place the machine in a better position for the future installation of an ECH system with waveguides that would enter the test cell, most likely from the RF area located on the east side.   The connection point on the device would occur between one of the NBI pair.  Figure 2 shows the device rotated 30( counterclockwise from its original position.  Mike feels that with the device rotated there would be an improvement in accessing to the pair of beams located on the south end.

 To act on this suggestion I need an email response from all effected WBS managers indicating whether or not the proposed change would impact a WBS system or the overall machine installation.
