The peer review of the VPI process was very enlightening.  I think everyone was impressed with the approach.  One thing that concerned me was poking all those holes in the tee section.  It still is not clear to me why introducing the epoxy through sprues at the top and bottom of each winding pack would not work equally well (see figure below).  This option would not weaken the tee and should be easier to machine.  If you were still concerned about epoxy distribution within the winding pack, you could put an extra thick layer of glass between the layers to wick the epoxy throughout.  What do you think?
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
