	*Explanations & Notes:

	a Chemicals:  List names or types of chemicals to be used. Be sure to use proper protective equipment for the chemical (one glove material will not protect against all chemicals).  Contact Industrial Hygiene for more information and proper PPE selection.

	b Ergonomics:  Never lift more than 50 pounds.  Frequent lifting of lighter weight objects can also cause injury.  Repeating body motions frequently (such as continual use of wrenches) can cause injury.  Industrial Hygiene should be consulted prior to activity to aid in preventing injuries.

	c Noise:  High noise can damage hearing. If you must shout to be understood 3 feet away, you may be damaging your hearing.  Both noisy areas and loud tools must be considered.

	d Sharp Objects/Tools: Sheet metal, knives, razor blades, metal which has been cut or machined, may cause cuts or punctures.  Cut resistant gloves (such as Kevlar) must be worn.  Leather is NOT a cut resistant material.

	e Working Surfaces:  Consider slip/trip/fall hazards, tight areas, uneven floors, holes.

	f Falls:  Personnel working on surfaces with edges 6 feet or more above another surface must be protected by guardrails or personal fall arrest systems.

	g Heat/Cold Stress:  Take frequent breaks, dress properly.

	h Electrical:  Use Lockout/Tagout procedures (see procedure ESH-016).  No working live over 50 volts.  For high voltage work contact AC Power.  Arc Flash Analysis done per NFPA 70E. Section 130

	i Power tools:  Must use proper extension cords and GFCI.

	j Eye hazards:  Splashes, dust, flying particles, bright light, UV.  Eye washes, when required, are to be within 100 ft., or 10 seconds walking time.

	k Potential / Stored Energy:  Examples include:  Compressed springs (could release), unbalanced objects (could fall), capacitors (stored electricity), fan blades (could free rotate), hydraulics (under pressure).  Secure, lock and tag as appropriate.

	l Access/Escape concerns:  Preplan rescue and emergency egress.

	m Vehicle use:  Be aware of all vehicle concerns including being struck by vehicles (auto, construction vehicles, etc.), carbon monoxide exposure from exhausts, fire or leaks of fuel, etc. Back-up alarms on vehicles must be working.  Training required for Forklifts.

	n Working alone:  Any hazardous work that will be performed alone must be reviewed & approved by IH on the JHA
