Twisted Racetrack Coil FDR

Charge to Reviewers

The twisted racetrack coil is a critical article.  It is the ONLY article that we intend to build and test prior to the FDR that is prototypical in every way of the production modular coil design.  If we are going to rely on it to validate that the design can be built and will perform satisfactorily, we have to ensure that everything is the same and in the design of the production articles.  Key features such as the conductor, the transitions, the lead terminations, the chill plates, and clamps in the twisted racetrack coil should be identical to production articles.  In this FDR, we are reviewing the design of the twisted racetrack coil winding form and the readiness of the technical documentation for procurement.  Key questions include the following:

· Does the design of the twisted racetrack coil winding form faithfully represent the features of the production modular coil designs (and allow the other features of the modular coil assembly to be provided)?

· Is the technical documentation package required to support the procurement ready for signature?  Are the drawings been checked, promoted to Final Design Release Level, and ready for signature?  Is the governing technical specification signed?

· Are we administratively ready to go forward with this procurement?

· Has the procurement plan been documented?  Are we going to award one or two contracts?  What is the rationale for this decision?

· Do we have adequate budget to cover this procurement?

· When do we expect to award the contract(s)?  When do we expect to receive delivery of the winding form?  How does this compare to our baseline schedule?

· What is the basis of these cost and schedule estimates?
