Attached you will find the data sheet for the six cure shrinkage tests that we completed last week.  Overall, the average cure shrinkage comes to 1.48% over 10 inches.  Please keep in mind that this is only the resin, without any reinforcement.  
 
Unfortunately, we were unable to begin testing last week of the compression samples due to delays in getting the specimens and strain gages prepped and ready for testing.  However, we will be starting testing today, initially at 295 K.  I will keep you abreast of the test data as we produce it.  I’m not sure quite what to expect at this point in terms of defining the failure point, but I suppose we will see.  I’m sure I’ll be consulting you on it once we have something to look at.
 
The tension test fixturing is being fabricated so that we can move on to that when done with the compression tests.
