PPPL requires that all testing be completed, test results documented in accordance with the Statement of Work, and all deliverables be submitted to PPPL by no later than May 5, 2003.  Accordingly, as a part of your technical proposal, please include a detailed performance schedule (based on days after receipt of an order) for completing the tasks per the Statement of Work by May 5th and including the interim delivery of the related deliverables as described in Section 4 of the Statement of Work.
I am also enclosing a copy of PPPL’s Simplified Representations and Certifications Form that should be completed, signed, and returned with your proposal.  We ask that you submit the requested proposal by March 18, 2003, or sooner, if possible.
