Modular Coil Clamps


The present arrangement of clamp hardware for the upper pads does not allow enough play for the extreme helical shaped areas.  The pusher pad is restricted from fully seating onto the G-11 coil pad by the hardware that is being used to hold the assembly together.  Once the bolt is removed the pusher pad and hardware shifts in place.

One suggestion was to use the same type of swivel pads that are used on the sides
